THE CATAMARAN CLUB

Site Rules

The rules and regulations listed herein have been conceived by your Committee in the interests of the Club and its members as a whole.  Should any member disagree with any rule, or part thereof, they are at liberty to lodge their complaints or suggestions in writing with the Committee.

1.
SITE ALLOCATION

1.1
All transactions regarding sites will only be done through the Club Manager, and any transactions not done through this channel will be considered null and void. The Club will not be responsible for any financial loss suffered by either party as a result of any contravention of this rule.

1.2
Available sites will be allocated by the Club Manager.

1.3
Any member wishing to terminate the lease on a site must notify the Club Manager in writing.

1.4
The Club Manager will maintain a waiting list of prospective lessees drawn in date order of application, a copy of which will be affixed to the Club Notice Board.

1.5
A lessee may not, under normal circumstances sublet his/her site. Under special circumstances, e.g. overseas posting for 12 months, a lessee may sublet his /her site, but this must be done with the approval of, and in conjunction with, the Club Manager. The sub lessee assumes all responsibilities of the original lease.

2.
ORDINARY SITES

2.1
Upon receipt of notice of termination, the Club Manager will value any improvements to the site. This will be done on a standard rating structure.

2.2
Any site available for lease will be offered, in rotation to those on the waiting list, upon sight of a valid Membership Card.

2.3
The new tenant shall pay to the Club Manager, within 7 (seven) days of acceptance an amount equal to the predetermined value of any site improvements together with the site rental and any other applicable charges (e.g. gardening levy) for the balance of the current year. The Club will retain 10% of the value of the improvements with a minimum of R2 500,00   for Club funds, and will pay the balance to the vacating lessee. The procedure of offer and acceptance will be carried out as speedily as possible.

2.4
Rental in respect of the remaining term will be refunded to the vacating lessee, pro rata, except that if the remaining period is three months or less, no refund of rent will be made.

3.
30 YEAR LEASEHOLD SITES

The procedure regarding acquisition and sale of these sites is stipulated in the Constitution of the Club. There are only five sites remaining under this scheme, and as has been the practice in the past if the leasehold on any of these sites is offered for sale then the Club will effect the purchase of same.

4.
GENERAL

All site holders undertake to:

4.1 
Clear the veld/weeds/vegetation up to the four boundaries of the site.

4.2 
Lay instant lawn or plant grass and tend it until the site is fully covered.

4.3 
Maintain the site in a clean and tidy condition. The Club will mow the grass and trim edges 
on a regular basis. A Garden Levy, the amount of which will be determined from time to time by the Committee will be payable for this service in addition to other fees, levies, rentals etc.

4.4
 Should the site be neglected by the lessee the Club Manager reserves the right to make good the situation and charge the lessee with the cost of rectification.

4.5 
Should it be necessary to advise any lessee more than once in any period of 6 (six) months of any neglect of one of rules 4.1, 4.2 and/or 4.3 above then they shall be considered as being in default, and the Committee shall have the right to cancel the site lease without any refund of site rental. Further, upon the resale of the site, the Club will deduct from the proceeds realised any outstanding monies owing to the Club (such as but not limited to site rental, subscriptions, levies etc). This amount shall be over and above the usual 10 % Club retention.

4.6 
The site shall be clearly numbered.

4.7 
Only one caravan per site is allowed on a permanent basis. 

4.8
Permanent residence is not allowed. Any member wishing to live on their site for more than 30 (thirty) consecutive days must make written application to the Club Manager.
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4.9 
Annual site rentals are payable by the end of July each year.
4.10 
Boats and trailers must be parked in the allocated areas and not on the caravan sites. The 
only exception allowed is if the member does not have a caravan on his site, then he may store his boat on a trailer on the concrete slab under a conforming shade structure.
(This is a temporary concession pending the future erection of carports in the trailer park which will be for the storage of boats. Your committee is investigating the viability of this as either a club asset that will be rented to a member, or the member paying for the cost of erection of a specified type of structure that will be erected by a professional supplier)

4.11
In the event of a lessee terminating his/her membership, or of a lessee’s membership being terminated as provided for in the constitution, then access to the site will be simultaneously terminated. However, the ex lessee will be liable for garden levies and site rentals until such time as a new lessee is found. Any amounts owing to the Club will be deducted from the proceeds of the sale of the improvements. The sale price will be determined by the Club Manager.

5.
PARK HOMES 

5.1
Before purchase or erection of Plettenburg Homes, cabins, Zozo Homes or similar, approval must first be obtained from the Committee, and indemnity certificate by the lessee in favour of the Club must be signed.

5.2
Applications for such structures shall only be considered if they are to be sited behind a line corresponding with the back of the Clubhouse.

6.
PERMANENT BRAAIS

6.1
Approval must be obtained from the Club Manager with regard to the construction and positioning before any work on a permanent braai is commenced.

6.2 
The braai must be constructed in a workmanlike manner.

7.
CARAVAN SHELTERS

The following rules apply with regard to erection of a shade shelter over a caravan:

7.1 
It must be erected within the boundaries of your caravan site.

7.2 
It must not exceed 50 square metres.

7.3 
It must be constructed in a workmanlike manner.

7.4
Supports may be of angle iron/tubular steel, gumpoles or similar.

7.5 
Supports must be securely anchored to the ground.

7.6
If metal, the roof may be either lean to or pitched.  If shade cloth, then there is no restrictions as to style.  (Most of the professionally supplied shade cloths are domed).

7.7
The roof covering should be kept as low as possible to minimise the effect on the view of other site holders. 
Similarly, the pitch of the roof should be kept as low as possible, and must not exceed a maximum of 17 degrees.

7.8
If lean to, then the low side should face the dam.

7.9
The roof can be covered with plain green shade cloth, or if preferred with metal.  If metal is to be used it must be of IBR profile, and not corrugated.  It should preferably be of traffic green Chromadek sheeting, or if galvanised sheeting is used then it should be painted green.

7.10 
No metal walls under any circumstances.

7.11
A maximum of two of the sidewalls may have shade cloth affixed in a permanent position.  The shade cloth walls, if above grass, must terminate 1 metre above ground level to allow for mowing of the grass.  If above a concrete slab then the shade cloth may terminate at ground level.

7.12 
Timber saplings may be used as an alternative to shade cloth sidewalls.  Again, only two of the sidewalls may be covered, and the termination height of one metre applies if the wall is not over the concrete slab.

7.13
Shade cloth “roll down” blinds are permitted on up to all four walls, but may only be unrolled when the member is at the site. They may not be left down when the siteholder is not at the site.

NB:
The rules as detailed above were determined by the committee on the 12 August 2006, and apply with immediate effect. Any existing structure that does not conform to the new standard will not require dismantling provided that it is maintained in a sound and safe condition. However, if and when the roof covering requires to be replaced then the new covering must 
comply with rule 7.6 above. Further, members with existing galvanized metal roofs are encouraged to paint them green to match the new standard colour.
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PLEASE NOTE THAT PLANS DETAILING THE CONSTRUCTION AND SITING OF ANY NEW SHADE SHELTER MUST BE SUBMITTED TO THE COMMITTEE FOR APPROVAL. CONSTRUCTION MAY NOT BE COMMENCED PRIOR TO THE MEMBER RECEIVING WRITTEN APPROVAL OF THE PROPOSED SHELTER.

8. GARDEN HUTS ON CARAVAN SITES (for storage purposes only)


8.1
Only one hut per site is permitted.

8.2 
The hut must be erected within the boundaries of the caravan site. A lessee shall consider their neighbours’ interest when siting their hut (as they should do when siting their caravan).

8.3 
The hut must be constructed in a workmanlike manner.


8.4 
The walls shall be constructed of varnished or treated timber or similar. Metals walls are forbidden.


8.5 
The roof shall be constructed of asbestos/tiles/ corrugated iron or IBR sheeting.


8.6 
The hut shall be no larger than 12m2, with a maximum height of 2,5 metres. 

8.7 
The hut must rest on a concrete slab to eliminate the risk of snakes.


8.8 
The approval of the Club manager must be obtained in writing prior to the siting and construction of the hut.

Note: The consent use obtained from the peri-urban authorities is for a yacht club with caravan sites. The use of huts, cabins etc on the caravan sites for sleeping purposes is in contravention of this consent use. The Committee is aware that there are a few instances where this is happening, and that the members concerned were given permission to erect huts for sleeping purposes. Those who were given permission in the past will be allowed to continue the practice, but such permission will NOT be given in the future.

As regards the few members who are using a hut as “overflow” accommodation to their caravan they should be aware that this also falls outside the consent use. However, because there is a caravan on the site, it can be argued that the hut is mainly for storage and “used occasionally as sleeping accommodation”. It is a thin argument but the Committee has decided to overlook the practice provided there is only one hut on site, and provided there is a caravan on the site. Members please be aware that should it become necessary this concession may have to be withdrawn in the future.

9.
PERIMETER FENCING AROUND SITES

a.
The only type of fencing permitted is a ranch style gum pole fence, similar to that used around the borders of the grass in front of and behind the clubhouse.

b.
The uprights should not exceed 80cm in height.

c.
The fence is restricted to a maximum of two horizontal poles per section between uprights.

In view of the fact that in many instances the site boundaries are no longer clearly demarcated it is essential that the proposed fence lines be pegged out by the site tenant, and then agreed and approved in writing by the Club manager prior to the erection of the fence. This may involve obtaining the agreement of members on surrounding sites if the boundary lines are not obvious.

IMPORTANT:

MEMBERS WHO PROCEED WITH THE ERECTION OF SHADE STRUCTURES, HUTS OR FENCES WITHOUT PRIOR WRITTEN APPROVAL FROM THE CLUB MANAGER DO SO AT THEIR OWN RISK. SUCH MEMBER MAY BE REQUIRED TO DEMOLISH THE STRUCTURE.

THE RULE IS SIMPLE.

PREPARE A PLAN THAT CONFORMS TO THE RULES,  PEG OUT THE SITE , ARRANGE FOR AN INSPECTION BY THE CLUB MANAGER, GET WRITTEN APPROVAL OF THE PLAN AND THEN BUILD ACCORDING TO THE PLAN AND THE PEGS.
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
